Role Overview

Strategic Leadership 
· Co-lead the strategic development and positioning of NAPOC to enhance patient outcomes across the perioperative pathway.
· Ensure effective leadership and operational structures are in place to support NAPOC objectives.
· Jointly chair NAPOC Project Team meetings.
· Provide expert perioperative input into data analysis, reporting, and quality improvement activities.
· Lead the development of perioperative content for NAPOC publications (e.g., Main Report, Lay Report, Executive Summary, Press Releases).
· Respond to related queries via the NAPOC Helpdesk.
Project Delivery
· Oversee the successful delivery of the NAPOC project, including planning and implementation throughout the contract period. 
· Lead engagement with national bodies (e.g. CPOC, CQC, NHSE and devolved nations, Royal Medical Colleges).
· Collaborate with HQIP, the Strategic Oversight Board, and key stakeholders to maximise audit impact and outputs.
· Attend and contribute to relevant governance and advisory meetings.
· Provide clinical guidance and support to the NAPOC team and fellows.
· Oversee local (Trust/Health Board) clinical leads and contribute to quality improvement initiatives.
· Support data access requests and secondary data analysis in collaboration with HQIP.
· Contribute to future tendering processes and project development.
Remuneration
There is no direct payment for the role. The RCoA will reimburse your employing organisation for eight hours per week at a fixed rate of £13,480 per year for four hours per week. This equates to £26,960 per annum, subject to performance review. The time commitment may vary throughout the year. This fee is non-negotiable.
Term of Appointment
The post will commence October 2025 for an initial term of three years, with the possibility of extension subject to contract renewal.
